MEETING MINUTES

July 3, 2018

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Spalding called to order the New Albany City Council Meeting of July 3, 2018 at 6:30 p.m. at the
New Albany Village Hall, 99 West Main Street, New Albany, Ohio.

SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING OF ORDINANCES:

ORDINANCE 0-07-2018

Mayor Spalding read by title AN ORDINANCE TO ACCEPT THE EXPEDITED TYPE 1 ANNEXATION OF
36.2+/- ACRES FROM JERSEY TOWNSHIP, LICKING COUNTY TO THE CITY OF NEW ALBANY.

Community Development Director Jennifer Chrysler described the location of the subject property. The
property was owned by the Faith Life Church and shared a contiguous boundary with the city. They
applicant met the statutory requirements to annex as outlined in the Ohio Revised Code. The Planning
Commission reviewed and recommended approval of the zoning for the applicant on June 4, 2018. The
applicant requested that the annexation and zoning legislation be heard by council at the same time. For
that reason, the annexation ordinance had been postponed until the zoning ordinance could also be heard.

Mayor Spalding asked and Director Chrysler answered that the zoning was Planned Unit Development
(PUD) which included a Preliminary Development Plan. The Preliminary Development Plan for the Faith
Life Church expansion had been reviewed extensively and approved by the Planning Commission. The
church would have to go back to the Planning Commission for Final Development Plan review. The
Preliminary Development Plan included setbacks, design, materials, parking, and landscaping
requirements. As a condition of the Planning Commission approval, the ARB would also be involved in
reviewing architectural elements of the development.

Council Member Briscoe asked and Director Chrysler answered that the applicant had requested that the
annexation and rezoning be heard on the same night because they wanted the option to reconsider
annexing if they didn’t get the zoning they needed to develop the property as they intended. Mayor
Spalding told council it was not permitted to condition the annexation on rezoning.
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
