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Crime Offenses - Part | & Part Il

Part | offenses are divided into violent and property crimes. Violent crimes are murder, rape, robbery,
and felonious/aggravated assault. These crimes may result in serious harm or death. Property crimes
are burglary, larceny-theft, motor vehicle theft, and arson. These crimes involve property that is stolen
or damaged.

Since Part | offenses include serious crimes, they are reported to the Federal Bureau of Investigation
each year for the Uniform Crime Reports.

All other crimes not identified as Part | offenses are categorized as Part Il offenses. These include crimes
such as drug abuse, telecommunications harassment, criminal damaging, simple assault, disorderly
conduct, and O.V.I.
